HOW TO REACH THE VENUE 

 

From Warsaw Airport Frederic Chopin (former Okęcie International Airport - WAW) by TAXI:

Taxi tariffs should be clearly displayed on the car window. The taxi fare from the airport to the city 

center is approx. PLN 40 (≈ € 10).

ELECTRICITY  
 

The supply voltage in Poland is generally 230 V, 50 Hz (AC Euro socket style). 

CURRENCY AND BANKING 

 

Currency: Polish zloty (PLN); 

One zloty is divided into 100 groszy (1 zł = 100 gr). Banknotes with the following denominations 10, 20, 

50, 100 and 200 zł and coins with the following  denominations 1, 2, 5, 10, 20 and 50 gr and 1, 2, 5 zł are 

in  circulation. 

1 EUR = about 4,20 PLN, 

1 USD = about 3,15 PLN,  

1 GBP = about 4,80 PLN. 

1 CHF = about 3,40 PLN
