This workshop is the second in a series of four that is organised within the MODINIS “Study on Interoperability at Local and Regional Level” project. The first workshop took place on the 14th of September 2005 in Brussels. The overall objective of this project is two-fold: 

1. To identify eGovernment services (termed case studies) that can be considered as good practices in technical, semantic and/or organisational interoperability. 

2. To conduct an interoperability study that will outline the status of interoperability in Member States as well as relevant key success factors, barriers and recommendations
